Item 3. Expert meeting on increasing the participation of developing countries SMEs
into global value chains

3. At it forty-first executive session, held on 18-20 April 2007, the Trade and
Development Board agreed that the Commission on Enterprise, Business Facilitation and
Development should convene an expert meeting on increasing the participation of developing
countries SMEsin global value chains.

4, Global value chains refer to the interrelated production activities performed by firms
at different geographic locations. In the new global economy, companies now have the ability
to source products and services from a variety of vendors at various stages of their operations.
Although several aspects of global value chains are now largely understood, notably their
main drivers and governance structure, their impact on small and medium-sized enterprises
(SMEs), in both devel oped and developing countries, has not yet been thoroughly researched.
A joint research project, recently conducted by UNCTAD, the Organization for Economic
Cooperation and Development (OECD), the University of Fribourg and Geneva entitled
“Enhancing the Role of SMEsinto Global Value Chains’, aims to shed light on these issues.”

5. The expert meeting will contribute towards the work of UNCTAD on policy analysis
on enterprises competitiveness, particularly that of SMESs. The meeting is expected to
contribute towards raising awareness and sharing best practices on policies that favour the
integration of SMEs into global vaue chains. It should complement UNCTAD’s earlier work
that focused on policy formulation and analysis on SME development, and increase technical
cooperation in this area, particularly in the context of the Aid for Trade initiative.

6. The outcome of the meeting will be used to complete a checklist of initiatives to
advise developing countries on how to set up and sequence the implementation of a
productive capacity programme. The outcome of the expert meeting will also be directly
relevant to the 2008 Commission on Enterprise, with the theme “ Entrepreneurship in Africa’,
leading to UNCTAD XII. It will support the S&0 Paolo Consensus that recognized the
importance for developing countries and economies in transition to “build stronger supply
capabilities responsive to market demands, promote technology development and transfer,

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encourage enterprise networking, increase productivity and improve the competitiveness of
their enterprises’.

7. To facilitate the discussion, the UNCTAD secretariat has prepared an issues note. The
expert meeting will aso benefit from the lessons learned from UNCTAD’s technical
assistance projects in this area. In addition, experts are encouraged to prepare brief papers on
the subject under discussion. These papers will be made available at the meeting in the form
and language in which they are received.
