3. The report on technical cooperation activities, which is being submtted

to both the Trade and Devel opnent Board at its forty-fifth session and to the
Working Party at its current session, has three parts:

An overview of technical cooperation activities (TD/ B/ 45/6-TD/ B/ WP/ 109) .
This docunent provides information on recent developnents in UNCTAD s
technical cooperation, including the nobilisation of extrabudgetary
resources and cooperation between UNCTAD and ot her organizations. Further
to a request by the Trade and Devel opnent Board at its forty-fourth
session, the document includes information on the financial self-
sustainability of technical cooperation activities and reports on ways and
means of increasing the predictability of funding for the technical
cooperation programre of UNCTAD, including cost recovery.

TD/ B/ WP/ 109/ Add. 1 (English only)). The information, which is organized on
a programme-by-programe basis, describes the activities undertaken by
UNCTAD in 1997 and their inpact and results.

ltem4 - Eval uation of technical cooperation programes: I n-depth study on
the Trade Point Programre

5. At its twenty-fourth session, the Wrking Party decided that in future
annual reviews of technical cooperation, the UNCTAD secretariat should submt
to it an in-depth study on a technical cooperation programe of UNCTAD “which
will allowthe Wrking Party to better evaluate the programre, recomend foll ow
up action and enhance UNCTAD s conparative advantages”. At its thirtieth
session, the Wrking Party decided “to consider an in-depth evaluation of the
d obal Trade Point Network at the thirty-second session of the Wrking Party in
1998 dealing with technical cooperation”. At its second session, the Commi ssion
on Enterprise, Business Facilitation and Devel opment agreed that “a rapid
i nternal evaluation of the Trade Point Programme should be carried out as soon
as possible in order to allow the secretariat to adjust and refine its work in
this inportant area. Potential donors are encouraged to contribute to the
financi ng of such an exercise”. At its thirty-first session, the Working Party
i ncluded on its provisional agenda for the thirty-second session consideration
of the evaluation of the Trade Point Progranme. On this item the Wbrking Party
wi Il have before it the evaluation report on the Trade Poi nt Programme undertaken
by an outside independent evaluation team and, as appropriate, any related
comments that the secretariat may wish to nake. The report will be considered
by the Working Party at its resuned session in Decenber.
