The term “economies”, as used in this publication, refers to regions,
countries and territories. In case of a change in the statistical
coverage of a country, it is identified by adding an end year after the
country name when the country name remains unchanged. The
change in the statistical coverage may affect the assignment of the
country to specific groups. For this reason, it may also affect the
aggregates depending on whether or not the concerned entities are
included in the same country group.

Every year, UNCTAD reviews and updates the definition and
composition of country groups. Such changes may impact
significantly on the figures from one version to another. The
modifications are thoroughly outlined in the Documentation section at
UNCTADstat website.

Geographical distribution of developing, transition and
developed economies
There is no established convention for the designation of
"developing", "transition" and "developed" countries or areas in the
United Nations system.

The World total represents the sum of the figures of the above
three groups plus the figures of a group of "Other territories" not
elsewhere classified. These territories are included in the world total if
they have been reported but are not presented individually or in any
group.

"Developing" and "developed" categories are further divided by
geographical region.

The composition of the groups is detailed below.

MEMO ITEMS POUR MEMOIRE

Developing economies are presented at three levels of aggregation:
the total group, the group excluding China (referring to continental
China) and the group excluding the least developed countries.

Developing economies are also categorized into three subgroups
according to their average 2011-2013 nominal GDP per capita: high-
income (above $5,141), middle-income (between $1,142 and
$5,141) and low-income (below $1,142).

The category, "Heavily indebted poor countries" includes those
economies benefiting from the debt reduction initiative of the World
Bank and the International Monetary Fund.

Since 1994, the United Nations has recognized the particular
problems of the Small Island Developing States (SIDS). However,
the UN never established criteria to determine an official list of SIDS.
An unofficial list is used by UNCTAD for analytical purposes.

Least developed countries and landlocked developing countries
are recognized by the United Nations as categories that require
special attention from the international community.

PART ONE
International merchandise trade

Table 1.1 shows the value of total exports (free on board - FOB) and
imports (cost, insurance and freight - CIF), expressed in millions of
dollars and percentages of the world total, of individual countries and
country groups. The trade flows shown in this table are on general
trade system basis for all countries except those, marked with an
asterisk, which employ the special trade system. The general trade
system is used when the statistical territory of a compiling country
coincides with its economic territory. Consequently, imports include
all goods entering the economic territory of a compiling country and
exports include all goods leaving the economic territory of the
compiling country. The special trade system is used when the
statistical territory comprises only a particular part of the economic
territory within which “goods may be disposed of without customs
restriction”. In such a case, imports include all goods entering the free
circulation area of the compiling country, which means cleared
through customs for home use, and exports include all goods leaving
the free circulation area of a compiling country.

Average annual growth rates of international trade derived from
table 1.1 are presented in table 1. 2.

Table 1.3 contains trade balances (exports FOB minus imports
CIF) aggregated up from individual countries to the level of country
groups. The balances are expressed both in dollars and as
percentage of imports.

Table 1.4 shows the value of trade among members of same
country groups, and its relative importance compared to the regional
exports and total exports of that group.

PART TWO
International merchandise trade structure

Table 2.1 (A to E) presents, for five selected country groups, the
structure of exports and imports by destination region and by major
commodity group. The table thereby provides detailed information on
the world trade network and the composition of cross-regional trade
flows.

Totals of international merchandise trade presented in the tables
in Part One are not strictly comparable with those in Part Two.
Discrepancies are primarily due to the use of different complementary
sources and treatment of unallocated residual trade flows.

Commerce international des marchandises

Le tableau 1.1 donne la valeur des exportations (franco a bord -
FAB) et des importations (co(t, assurance et fret - CAF) totales de
marchandises, exprimée en millions de dollars et en pourcentage du
monde, des pays individuels et de groupes de pays. Les flux du
commerce présentés dans ce tableau se référent au systeme du
commerce général pour tous les pays, a I'exception de ceux qui
utilisent le systeme du commerce spécial, identifiés par un
astérisque. Le systéme du commerce général est utilisé lorsque le
territoire  statistique d'un pays coincide avec son territoire
économiqgue, et par conséquent, les importations comprennent tous
les biens admis sur le territoire du pays déclarant et les exportations,
tous les biens qui le quittent. Le systéme du commerce spécial est
utilisé lorsque le territoire statistique ne comprend qu’une partie du
territoire économique a l'intérieur de laquelle « les biens peuvent
étre écoulés librement sans restriction douaniére ». Dans ce cas, les
importations comprennent tous les biens qui entrent dans la zone de
libre circulation du pays déclarant, c’est-a-dire qui ont été dédouanés
pour mise a la consommation et les exportations comprennent tous
les biens qui quittent la zone de libre circulation du pays déclarant.

DEUXIEME PARTIE
Structure du commerce international des marchandises

Le tableau 2.1 (A a E) indique la structure des exportations et
importations par régions de destination et par principaux groupes de
produits pour une sélection de cing groupes de pays. Le tableau
fournit par ailleurs des informations détaillées sur le réseau du
commerce mondial et la composition des flux des échanges
régionaux.

Les totaux du commerce international des marchandises
présentés dans les tableaux de la premiere partie ne sont pas
strictement comparables a ceux de la deuxieme partie. Ces écarts
sont principalement dus a l'utilisation de sources complémentaires
différentes et a la ventilation des marges résiduelles non distribuées
du commerce.
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Exports by destination may differ considerably in some cases from
data on imports as reported by trading partners for a variety of
reasons, among which the following may be of particular importance:

- Most import data are reported on a CIF rather than an FOB basis;

- There is a time lag between the date on which goods are recorded
as exports and their arrival at their destination;

- There may be considerable differences between the recorded
destination of exports and the actual destination as shown in import
statistics;

- Adjustments across commaodity groups may be treated differently by
exporters and importers;

- The exporting and importing countries may use of different product
nomenclatures.

The tables in Part Two have been constructed from the
UNCTADstat Merchandise Trade Matrix which relies, among other
sources, on the UN Comtrade database. The data in these tables
should be used with good knowledge of the coverage and the
limitations of UN Comtrade, which are outlined under the following
link:

Tables 2.2.A and B present the structure of exports of developing
and developed economies by product, at the 3-digit level of SITC,
Revision 3. For the 60 most traded products, the following indicators
are shown:

- The share in world exports of the respective product

- The share in total merchandise exports of the respective country
group

- The average annual growth rate from 2005 to 2015 and its
difference to the growth rate at the world level.

Table 2.2.C establishes for each economy the ten main export
products (SITC Revision 3, 3-digit level). Apart from the trade value,
the share of each product in total exports of the country, the region
and the world are also indicated.

Table 2.2.D lists major exporters of 70 leading products among
developing economies at the SITC Revision 3, 3-digit level. Besides
the trade value, the share in the exporter's total exports, and the
share in world and developing economies' exports of the respective
product are presented.

Table 2.3 provides market concentration and structural change
indices for exports and imports by product at SITC Revision 3, 3-digit
level. The first indicator shows whether a product market is
concentrated on a few countries or more homogeneously distributed
among several countries. The structural change indicator shows to
what extent the distribution of the world market share for each
product differs from a benchmark year (1995).

PART THREE
International merchandise trade indicators

Table 3.1 includes product concentration and diversification indices.
The product concentration index shows to which extent exports and
imports of individual countries or country groups are concentrated on
several products rather than being distributed homogeneously among
products. The diversification index indicates whether the export or
import structure of a country or country group, by product, differs from
the world pattern.

- la part de chaque produit par rapport aux exportations totales du
groupe

Le tableau 2.2.C établit, pour chaque économie, la liste des dix
principaux produits (CTCI révision 3, position a trois chiffres) qu’elle
exporte. En plus de la valeur des exportations, le tableau présente
également la part de chaque produit dans le total des exportations
du pays, de la région et du monde.

Le tableau 2.2.D liste les 70 produits parmi les produits de la
CTCI révision 3 (position a trois chiffres) les plus exportés par les
économies en développement. En plus de la valeur, le tableau
présente la part de chaque produit dans les exportations totales de
chaque exportateur ainsi que sa part dans les exportations du
monde ou des économies en développement.

Le tableau 2.3 fournit les indices de concentration et de
changement structurel des marchés pour les exportations et
importations par produits, au niveau de la CTCI révision 3 (position a
trois chiffres). Le premier indicateur montre comment le marché d’'un
produit est concentré sur quelques pays ou réparti de facon plus
homogéne entre plusieurs pays. L'indicateur de changement
structurel indique si la répartition du commerce d’un produit entre les
pays exportateurs ou importateurs a connu une évolution importante
par rapport a une année de référence (1995).

NOTES GENERALES

Table 3.2 contains export and import volume indices as well as
terms of trade and purchasing power of exports indices, rounding out
trade value available in tables 1.1 and 1.2. Aggregate volume indices
are chain-weighted.

To improve data coverage of the terms of trade, unit value indices
are constructed using a set of average price indices at SITC (revision
3) 3-digit level as well as current year trade values (available from
table 2.2) as weights.

In some instances, these indices may differ from the estimates
published in official sources, since the main aim of the Handbook is
to provide tentative estimates for most developing countries on a
comparable basis.

Table 3.3 presents average applied import MFN (Most Favoured
Nation) tariff rates for major categories of non-agricultural and non-
fuel products by individual markets. Product categories are defined in
terms of SITC Revision 3, and all corresponding Harmonized System
(HS) 6-digit codes have been aggregated for each category.

PART FOUR
International trade in services

Table 4.1 presents total exports and imports of services. The
statistics shown comply with the definitions of the IMF Balance of
Payments and International Investment Position Manual, Sixth Edition
(BPM6) and are jointly compiled by UNCTAD and the World Trade
Organization (WTO). The aggregate data include estimates of
missing values that are not shown separately.

Table 4.2 presents a breakdown of international trade in services
(see table 4.1) by category of service for the 25 main exporters and
importers and for selected country groups. The table includes the
following ten service categories: goods-related services; transport;
travel; construction; insurance and pension services; financial
services; charges for the use of intellectual property n.i.e;
telecommunications, computer and information services; other
business services; and personal, cultural and recreational services.

Measures included are: the dollar value of the traded services, the
share in the world total and the annual percentage change. Data are
presented from year 2005 onwards. For some items, data are
available for exports only.

Table 4.3 shows statistics on international maritime transport. It
contains data on the size of the world merchant fleet by flag of
registration and by type of ship. The table also presents for each
region or country its share in the world fleet, and the share of each
ship-type in its fleet. The table incorporates a consolidated time
series from several issues of the UNCTAD Review of Maritime
Transport that reports on the worldwide evolution of shipping, sea-
ports and multimodal transport of liquid bulk, dry bulk and containers.

PART FIVE
Primary commodities

Table 5 includes the annual and quarterly free market price indices in
current dollars for selected commodities exported by developing
economies. Price indices are also available for aggregated primary
commodity groups. The weights of these aggregated indices are
based on the value of exports of developing countries from 1999 to
2001. The base year is 2000 (2000=100). Crude petroleum price
indices and unit value indices of manufactured goods exports by
developed economies are presented as memo items.
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Le tableau 3.2 fournit les indices de volume des exportations et
des importations ainsi que les indices des termes de I'échange et du
pouvoir d’achat des exportations, complétant ainsi I'information en
valeur disponible dans les tableaux 1.1 et 1.2. Les indices de volume
des agrégats sont des indices pondérés en chaine.

Afin d'améliorer la couverture des indices des termes de
I'échange, les indices de la valeur unitaire ont été construits en
utilisant un ensemble d'indices de prix moyens au niveau de la CTCI
révision 3 (position & trois chiffres) ainsi que les valeurs des
exportations et des importations de I'année courante du tableau 2.2
comme pondération.

Dans certains cas ces indices peuvent différer des estimations
publiées dans les sources officielles, le but principal du Manuel étant
de fournir des estimations provisoires et comparables pour la plupart
des pays en développement.

Le tableau 3.3 contient les données sur les droits de douane NPF
(nation la plus favorisée) moyens appliqués, par les marchés
individuels, a l'importation des principales catégories de produits
non-agricoles et non-pétroliers. Les catégories de produits sont
définies sur la base de la CTCI, révision 3, et, pour chaque
catégorie, les codes a 6 chiffres du Systeme harmonisé (SH)
correspondants ont été agrégés.

QUATRIEME PARTIE
Commerce international des services

Le tableau 4.1 présente les exportations et importations totales de
services. Ces statistiques correspondent aux définitions du Manuel
de la balance des paiements et de la position extérieure globale,
sixieme édition (MBP6) du FMI. Elles sont le résultat d'un travail
commun entre la CNUCED et I'Organisation mondiale du commerce
(OMC). Les agrégats incluent des valeurs estimées qui ne sont pas
présentées séparément.

Le tableau 4.2 présente la répartition du commerce international
des services (voir tableau 4.1) par catégories de services, pour 25
exportateurs et importateurs principaux et pour une sélection de
groupes de pays. Le tableau inclut les dix catégories de services
suivantes : services connexes aux biens ; transports ; voyages ;
construction ; services dassurance et de pension, services
financiers ; frais pour usage de la propriété intellectuelle n.c.a. ;
services de télécommunications, d'informatique et d'information ;
autres services aux entreprises ; et, services personnels, culturels et
relatifs aux loisirs.

La part dans le commerce mondial et la variation annuelle en
pourcentages sont présentées en plus de la valeur en dollars. Les
données sont présentées a partir de 2005. Toutefois, pour certaines
catégories, seules les données des exportations sont disponibles.

Le tableau 4.3 montre des statistiques sur le transport maritime
international. Il contient des données sur la flotte marchande
mondiale par pavillons d'immatriculation et par types de navires. Le
tableau présente également, pour chaque région ou pays, sa part
dans la flotte totale mondiale et la part que représente chaque type
de navire dans sa flotte. Le tableau englobe des informations
consolidées provenant de différentes éditions de la publication
Review of Maritime Transport de la CNUCED qui rend compte de
I"évolution du transport multimodal, portuaire et maritime concernant
les principaux trafics de vrac liquide, de vrac sec et de conteneurs.

CINQUIEME PARTIE

Produits de base
Le tableau 5 présente les indices annuels et trimestriels des prix en
dollars courants sur le marché libre d'une sélection de produits de
base exportés par les économies en développement. Ces indices
sont aussi disponibles au niveau de groupes de produits de base.
Les pondérations de ces indices agrégés ont été calculées a partir
de la valeur des exportations des pays en développement de 1999 a
2001, 2000 étant I'année de base (2000=100). Les indices des prix
du pétrole et la valeur unitaire des exportations d'articles
manufacturés par les économies développées sont présentés pour
mémoire.
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PART SIX
International finance

Table 6.1 presents values of the current account (net) in millions of
dollars and as percentage of GDP. The current account forms part of
the balance of payments and records all transactions between
residents and non-residents of an economy. It describes the
difference  between current receipts and expenditures for
internationally traded goods, services and (primary and secondary)
income payments. From a national perspective, the current account
balance shows the gap between national savings and domestic
investment.

Table 6.2 contains information on foreign direct investment (FDI),
flows and stock, expressed in millions of dollars. These figures
correspond to the Statistical Annexes of the UNCTAD World
Investment Report 2016.

FDI is defined as an investment involving a long-term relationship
and reflecting a lasting interest and control by a resident entity in one
economy (foreign direct investor or parent enterprise) of an enterprise
resident in a different economy (FDI enterprise, affiliate enterprise or
foreign affiliate). It involves both the initial transaction between the
two entities and all subsequent transactions between them and
among foreign affiliates.

Table 6.3 presents time series on receipts and payments of
personal remittances in millions of dollars for individual economies. In
accordance with the sixth edition of the IMF Balance of Payments
and International Investment Position Manual (BPM6), personal
remittances have been compiled as the sum of cross-border
compensation of employees and personal (current) transfers between
residents of different countries. The data are also shown as
percentage of exports (for receipts) or imports (for payments) of
goods and services, and as percentage of GDP.

PART SEVEN
GDP and population
Table 7.1 provides information on gross domestic product (GDP) in
current dollars. The value of GDP is shown both for the economy as a
whole and per capita. The compilation of GDP is based on the
expenditure approach. The value in dollars has been derived by
conversion of GDP figures in national currencies using annual period-
average exchange rates.

Table 7.2 contains annual average growth rates of total and per
capita GDP in constant prices. The conversion from current to
constant prices has been carried out on the basis of the national
currencies.

Table 7.3 provides data on GDP by type of expenditure and gross
value added (GVA) by kind of economic activity, expressed in dollars
and shares. The share of each component of GDP or GVA is derived
on the basis of current price series in national currencies.

Table 7.4 provides figures on the size of the total population and
the proportion of urban population. The figures for certain groups may
differ from those published by the sources, where UNCTAD
definitions for these groups are different.

Le tableau 6.2 contient les valeurs des investissements étrangers
directs (IED), flux et stock, présentées en millions de dollars. Les
chiffres correspondent aux données contenues dans [|'Annexe
statistique du Rapport sur l'investissement dans le monde 2016 de la
CNUCED.

L'IED est un investissement impliquant une relation a long terme
et témoignant de l'intérét durable d'une entité résidant dans un pays
(investisseur étranger direct ou société meére) a I'égard d'une
entreprise résidant dans un autre pays (entreprise bénéficiaire,
entreprise affiliée, ou filiale étrangere). Il englobe a la fois la
transaction initiale entre les deux entités et toutes les transactions
ultérieures entre elles et entre filiales étrangeres.

Le tableau 6.3 présente les séries chronologiques sur les
recettes et les paiements des envois de fonds personnels en millions
de dollars des économies individuelles. Les envois de fonds
personnels définis dans cette table sont conformes aux directives du
Manuel de la balance des paiements et de la position extérieure
globale, sixieme édition (MBP6) du FMI. lls représentent la somme
de la rémunération transfrontaliere des salariés et les transferts
personnels (courants) entre résidents de pays différents. Ces
données sont également communiquées en pourcentage des
exportations (pour les recettes) et importations (pour les paiements)
des biens et des services, et en pourcentage du PIB.

PIB et population
Le tableau 7.1 fournit le produit intérieur brut (PIB) en dollars
courants, total et par habitant. Les données du PIB, selon I'approche
des dépenses, ont été obtenues a partir des valeurs des PIB
exprimées en monnaies nationales puis converties en appliquant les
taux de change annuels moyens.

Les taux annuels moyens de variation du PIB total et par habitant
aux prix constant sont disponibles dans les tableaux 7.2. Le taux de
croissance annuel moyen se base sur le PIB aux prix constants en
monnaie nationale.

Le tableau 7.3 présente les données du PIB par catégories de
dépenses et la valeur ajoutée brute (VAB) par branches d’activité
économique, exprimées en dollars et pourcentages.
