Agradecemos a los panelistas por sus presentaciones tan interesantes, y las
importantes contribuciones realizadas a nuestra discusion sobre este tema.

El Estado Plurinacional de Bolivia ha sido promotor del reconocimiento internacional
del derecho humano al agua, consideramos que el agua cumple una funcién
ambiental no mercantilizable, y debe ser entendido como un bien comun, por lo que
debemos fortalecer la promocién de acciones para el ejercicio pleno de este derecho
para todos los seres humanos, particularmente de las poblaciones vulnerables.

Desde esta perspectiva, consideramos que es fundamental la generacion de
proyectos bajo cooperacion sur-sur, que permita la transferencia de tecnologia y el
desarrollo de capacidades y conocimientos técnicos y tecnoldgicos, para construir
conjuntamente ecosistemas sostenibles de emprendimiento de agua y saneamiento
que recuperen los conocimientos y sistemas de gestion del agua de los pueblos
indigenas para ampliar y universalizar el acceso al agua y saneamiento.

Bolivia continuara promoviendo el Derecho Humano al agua llevando esta discusion
a diferentes espacios. Hace poco fuimos sede de la VI Conferencia Latinoamericana
de Saneamiento (Latinosan) 2022m, en la que mas de 20 paises compartieron sus
experiencias sobre el saneamiento, higiene y acceso al agua potable para mejorar
la calidad de vida de las poblaciones vulnerables.

Bolivia would like to thank the Secretariat and the panelists for their very interesting
presentations, and the important contributions made to our discussion on this topic.

The Plurinational State of Bolivia has been a promoter of the international recognition
of the human right to water, we consider that water has a non-marketable
environmental function, and should be understood as a common good, so we must
strengthen the promotion of actions for the full exercise of this right for all human
beings, particularly vulnerable populations to achieve SDGs.

From this perspective, we consider that it is essential to generate projects under
South-South and North — South cooperation, allowing the transfer of technology and
the development of capacities and technical and technological knowledge for
developing countries, to jointly build sustainable ecosystems of water and sanitation
entrepreneurship that recover the knowledge and water management systems of
indigenous peoples to expand and universalize access to water and sanitation taking
care of Mother Earth.

Bolivia will continue to promote the human right to water by taking this discussion to
different forums. We recently hosted the VI Latin American Sanitation Conference
(Latinosan) 2022, where more than 20 countries shared their experiences on
sanitation, hygiene, and access to safe drinking water to improve the quality of life
of vulnerable populations.
