A.2. Findings in ASEAN

While tariffs have been reduced, the number of non-
tariff measures (NTMs) is increasing, and is often
blamed to be a source of the lack of integration In
ASEAN. Unlike tariffs, NTMs could play a role of check
and balance for the quality of goods.

Tariff Equivalent of SPS and TBS for ASEAN are
6.5% and 4.5%, respectively
