Introduction from the sea

) . Animals and plants (live, dead, parts
and derivatives)

e Permits and certificates issued under
certain conditions:

 Lawfully obtained (LAF)

e Trade will not be detrimental to &
the survival of the species (NDF) 2\
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Legal Acquisition Finding (LAF)

e For a Party to issue a permit authorizing an export:

“A Management Authority of the State of export is satisfied
that the specimen was not obtained in contravention of the

laws of that State for the protection of fauna and flora.”
[Convention Article IV 2(b)]




Non-detriment findings (NDFs)

“A Scientific Authority of the State of export has advised that such
export will not be detrimental to the survival of that species”
[Convention Article 1V 2(a)]

* NDFs are NOT:
* One-size-fits-all for all species and countries
e A prescriptive ‘standard’” with specific thresholds or demands

e Determined by bodies outside of the State of export/introduction from
the sea

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Introduction from the Sea (IFS)

e

 The same State:
» Takes the specimens from the high seas
» Acts as the State of introduction, and
* |ssues an IFS certificate
