In consultation and coordination with CITES Secretariat, CITES Parties and
BioTrade focal points in the Latin America and Asian regions, UNCTAD is
developing a comprehensive study to facilitate the tracing of sustainable trade
of CITES-listed non-timber forest plant species, focused on:

* ornamental plants in the Latin
American region, with
emphasis on the Andean
subregion

* medicinal plants in the Asian
region with emphasis in the
Mekong subregion

Issues covered in the studies:

provide a technical summary of traceability
systems available and recommendations on
how it could be implemented in line with
global standards and norms

assess socio-economic implications and
benefits and define capacity-building
requirements for the stakeholders involved
a roadmap for taking the outputs and
recommendations of this study forward

The work will also provide additional inputs on the use of a potential "umbrella
model" for developing traceability systems for CITES-listed species, (SC66 Doc 34.1)
