What does the UNCTAD Youth Network do? It offers a platform to young people interested
in trade and development issues to get involved with global stakeholders and share their
views on relevant issues, work with fellow youth in preparing inputs to UNCTAD meetings,
participate in virtual discussions, have their voices heard at major youth events and much
more.

Who can participate in the Youth Network? Young men and women between the ages of 18
and 30, with an interest in the sustainable development goals and trade and development is-
sues.
