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Some Takeaways from the Analysis of Dried Fruit Trade
Europe imports almost half of the dried fruits in the world.
However, Uzbekistan’s exports to Europe are very limited.

India, Russian Federation, Japan and selected European countries
like France and Germany are particularly interesting for raisins, as
they have high demand growth, high prices or both.

Exports of raisins to India, Japan, and other important markets still
lag, despite being within Asia.

Several of these markets have high mandatory and commercial
standards of quality, and the latter are rising further.

Significant penetration has been attained in some markets like
China, and to a lesser extent, the Russian Federation.

Key competitors have strong branding presence, strong
phytosanitary controls and established business links that

Uzbekistan should emulate.
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
