The upcoming Global Biodiversity Framework for 2030 (GBF 2030) will provide a fresh
reference point for (re)Jexamining the relevance of trade policy to the global
biodiversity agenda and exploring how implementation of the new agenda could
support both sustainable trade and sustainable development.

Alongside, in the increasing focus on environment and sustainable development at
the WTO presents an opportunity to explore how the trade, biodiversity and
sustainable development agendas could be more mutually supportive and where
trade policy could support the delivery of GBF 2030.

Taking place during
the UN High Level Political Forum (HLPF) on Sustainable Development (5-15July), the
webinar will also be a timely occasion to reflect these opportunities and next steps in
the context of the 2030 Sustainable Development Agenda, especially with life under
water and on land (SDGs 14 and 15) being part of the in-depth review for
implementation in 2022.
