Blommer Chocolate Company, the largest cocoa processor
and chocolate supplier in North America, has become the
latest stakeholder to sign the Abidjan Cocoa Declaration.
President and Chief Operating Officer Peter Blommer
signed the Declaration on 20 February on behalf of the
Chicago-based, family-owned company, which was founded

in 1939, and has four North American plants, employing 650.

Biommer joined 30 other cocoa sector stakeholders,

ranging from cocoa growers through their governments to
civil society and most of the world's largest manufacturers
of chocolate, who began the signing of the ground-breaking
agreement at a special ceremony during the World Cocoa
Conference in Abidjan in November.

The declaration remains open to allow more cocoa
stakeholder organizations to sign it. It is described as
“the first step in an ongoing process aimed at creating a
sustainable future for the cocoa sector and helping to ensure
that its benefits are shared along the entire chain, starting
with the growers.”
