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On the regional level, Europe registered a decline in services exports (-2.1%). Asia and Oceania -
the growth leaders - recorded an increase (+3%), mainly owing to exports of other” services (+4.8%).
The figures from Latin America and the Caribbean revealed a considerable weakening
(-4.3%) of other* services trade. While the trade in transport dropped overall in the first quarter of
2019, Latin America and the Caribbean witnessed a rise of exports in that category (+2%).
