The background note and the report of the meeting have helped to improve understanding of key
issues that undermine the sustainability of freight transport systems and identify relevant
challenges, barriers and enabling factors in the field. Furthermore, and, based on best practices
and lessons learned, opportunities associated with sustainable freight transport systems for
developing countries have been articulated and prioritised with a view to wider dissemination
and potential replication worldwide. Important systemic issues including finance, capacity-
building and the need for partnerships and cooperation of both the private and public sectors
have also been raised as important considerations.
