El SIGADE esta
en genera instalado en los bancos centrales y/o |os ministerios de finanzas. En casi 60 paises se
procede actualmente alainstalacion, ensefianza y actualizacion del Sistema. El personal
principal es el encargado del desarrollo y mantenimiento del SIGADE en Ginebra, |0 que
permite lograr grandes economias de escala para los paises beneficiarios. El personal principal
se completa con consultores que trabajan por breves periodos en determinados proyectos y con
asesores técnicos superiores que actlian en la esfera de la g ecucién de proyectos.
